Dear PEPFAR Partner,

The Annual Progress Report (APR) for FY 2009 captures PEPFAR program activity from October 1, 2008 through September 30, 2009. The APR and Quarter 4 Treatment templates are now available on the Data Warehouse.  All partners are required to submit the APR and Q4 reports no later than October 21, 2009 via the Data Warehouse (www.sharing.org.za).  Please contact Khulisa if you have DW-related inquiries or suggestions at support@sharing.org.za or 011 447 6464. Once the data have been captured and verified, please notify your Activity Manager.
Please remember that all partners must also report PEPFAR-supported program activities to the South African Government (SAG) at the district, provincial or national level (whichever is most appropriate).

The APR consists of three sections: 1) Program level indicators with narratives; 2) Explanation of wraparound programs; and 3) Success Stories. In the FY 2008 APR template, there was also a section on the amount of funding that was obligated to sub-partners. For FY 2009, we will be collecting that on a separate Excel spreadsheet that will be mailed to you by your Activity Manager in the next few weeks.  Also, in the past we had separate sections for Accomplishments and Challenges, South African government reporting, and Memoranda of Understanding. These sections are not required for the FY 2009 APR. You can briefly highlight any accomplishments and challenges in the text boxes related to the specific program area.  Note that we have set a character limit of 5,000 characters for each of the program areas. 

Indicator reporting: Please report on all indicators that are relevant to your PEPFAR-funded program during the reporting period regardless of whether targets were set at the beginning of the period. The September 2009 targets are displayed next to the corresponding indicator.  Text boxes are provided for each program area for partners to explain the reported results and achievements towards targets.  There are also checkboxes on the template for each program area to indicate if there are any double counting issues with other PEPFAR partners. Please include in the text box the nature and the extent of the overlap. Note that the new indicators for PEPFAR 2 will only be collected starting in FY 2010.  Please note that the indicators capturing pre-service training are located in the Policy Analysis and Systems Strengthening section.

Wraparound programs: The integration of PEPFAR-funded activities with other wraparound services is critical to stretching limited resources and meeting the multiple needs of people living with HIV. We are interested in how activities funded through PEPFAR successfully partner with activities funded by USG programs in other sectors (e.g. agriculture, nutrition, education, etc.) and those funded by other donors (e.g. The Global Fund) to better serve clients. In particular, we would like to learn about wraparound activities that leverage other food programs to meet immediate food and nutritional needs of malnourished persons living with HIV in order to improve adherence and efficacy of ART and treatment of opportunistic infections (e.g. TB). 

Please also include the following information if relevant to your program: 1) Metric tons of non-PEPFAR food aid leveraged by PEPFAR wraparound activities and 2) Non-PEPFAR food and nutrition dollars leveraged by PEPFAR wraparound activities for the provision of food or nutritional supplementation.

Success stories: If you have success stories you would like to submit, these can be uploaded as attachments in the DW and should be no more than two pages in length. The success stories help to illustrate the effects of the programs beyond the quantitative data and are often used in reports to the U.S. Congress and may be used as press releases to publicize the program.  A success story is a brief written account that illustrates the impact of a project or activity. The stories can focus on an individual, a family, an organization, or an interesting activity.  They should focus on specific activities that have been accomplished by the program during the reporting period.  We are particularly interested in stories that describe the human impact of PEPFAR as well as building local capacity and leveraging public-private partnerships.
